UPDATE

The lowa Crop Improvement Association (ICIA) is now
performing moisture meter and gram scale inspec-
tions for the lowa Department of Agriculture and Land
Stewardship. ICIA has already begun moisture meter
inspections and recently sent out a letter explaining
the changes. Their letter has generated several ques-
tions and some concerns from AAl members. AAl
staff has been working to clear any misunderstand-
ings. Below is additional information about moisture
meter and gram scale inspections recently issued by
IDALS.

Background

The moisture meters and gram scales have histori-
cally been licensed and inspected through the
Weights and Measure (W&M) Bureau of the lowa De-
partment of Agriculture and Land Stewardship. A
license fee was established and last updated 18 years
ago in 1992. A license fee of $24 paid for the license.
There was no charge for the W&M inspectors to in-
spect the moisture meters. At that time W&M had 18
inspectors operating in the field with three inspectors
dedicated to moisture meters inspections. Budget
cuts and economic changes have impacted W&M's
ability to complete the inspections.

Today the Weights and Measures Bureau has five
inspectors assigned to cover the 1,250 moisture me-
ters; 36,000 gas meters; and 12,000 counter scales in
the state of lowa. As a result, the lowa Department of
Agriculture sought a safe and effective means to out-
source the moisture meters by working in cooperation
with another state agency.

The lowa Crop Improvement Association is affiliated
with lowa State University. It is the official seed certi-
fying agency for the State of lowa.

The main drivers for this proposed extension are that:

- more products than we anticipated needed alter-
native language for container-related instructions,
requiring more review and implementation time;
and

- registrants and registrant associations expressed
concerns about being able to have all labels
changed by the revised label compliance date of
August 16, 2010.

While it's estimated that the majority of label changes
have already been submitted and approved, there

ICIA is to provide an unbiased source of service and
education in production and quality assurance for
lowa agricultural crops.

As a seed association, ICIA offers an understanding
of the industry but presents no conflict of interest with
the grain industry. The Weights and Measure Bureau
of the Department of Agriculture continues to work
with ICIA under a 28E intergovernmental agreement
to make sure moisture meters are tested. With more
than 35 inspectors across the state, ICIA is able to
provide the inspectors to complete the annual mois-
ture meter inspections.

Benefits

The benefits to the industry from this cooperative ef-
fort are that ICIA is able to perform inspections at
times that will not interfere with operations. They will
be able to complete all the inspections before the start
of harvest. This will also prevent industry from having
an out of tolerance moisture meter shut down for re-
pairs at a crucial time.

Cost

- There will still be a $24 license fee paid to the
State of lowa.

- There will be a $100 service fee per moisture
meter paid to lowa Crop Improvement Associa-
tion. This fee can be paid at the time of inspec-
tion, or a fee payment plan can be arranged
through ICIA. Payment options are: prepayment,
payment to the inspector at time of service, con-
solidated billing to a home office, billing after ser-
vice has been completed. To request documen-
tation or to let ICIA know your payment prefer-
ences email: jowacrop@iastate.edu.

submitted and reviewed.

Concurrent with the proposed one-year extension,
EPA is also issuing a final rule to extend the current
compliance date by four months. There is not enough
time for EPA to complete the full notice and comment
procedures for the one-year extension by the impend-
ing compliance date of August 16, 2010. The four-
month extension will allow time for our public partici-
pation processes to take place for the proposed ex-
tension.
